I am writing to inform you that the Annual General Meeting of the Company (the “AGM”) will be held at 11.00 a.m. (BST) on 
25 September 2020 at Churchgate Tower 1, 9th Floor, PC 30, Churchgate Street, Victoria Island, Lagos, Nigeria. The formal notice 
of the AGM and the resolutions to be proposed are set out on page 5. 

In light of the prevailing global government guidelines and restrictions on public gatherings, international travel and in the interest 
of the health and safety of our shareholders during this unprecedented global COVID-19 pandemic, we encourage our shareholders 
to complete their proxy forms and participate at this forthcoming AGM by proxy. 

For health and safety reasons access to the venue of the meeting will be restricted. 

Ordinary business 
Annual Report and Accounts (Resolution 1) 
The Directors are required to present to shareholders at the AGM the Annual Report and Accounts for the year ended 31 December 
2019 (the “Annual Report and Accounts”), together with the Directors’ and Auditors’ reports on the Annual Report and Accounts. 

Re-election of Directors (Resolution 2) 
Directors of the Company appointed during the year are required to offer themselves for re-election at the subsequent AGM. In 
accordance with this requirement, Resolution 2 to re-elect Mark Simmonds and Anthony James Hawkins, both having been recently 
appointed to the Board of Directors in January 2020, now offer themselves for re-election as Directors pursuant to the Articles of 
Association of the Company (“Articles”). 

A profile of each current Director is set out on pages 16 and 17 of the Annual Report and Accounts. 

Auditors (Resolutions 3 and 4) 
The Company is required at each general meeting at which accounts are presented to appoint auditors to hold office until the next 
such meeting. Deloitte & Touche Nigeria (“Deloitte”) have indicated their willingness to continue in office. Accordingly, Resolution 3 
reappoints Deloitte as auditors to the Company and Resolution 4 authorises the Directors to fix their remuneration. 

Special business 
Electronic Distribution of Annual Returns and Financial Statements (Resolution 5) 
The Company is required to send a printed copy of the Annual Report of the Company (the “Annual Report”) made up to the end of 
the applicable financial year (which shall include the Directors’ report, the balance sheet, profit and loss account, summary of the 
assets and liabilities of the Company, statement of income and expenditure, and Auditors’ report) to each person entitled thereto at 
least twenty-one (21) days before the date of the general meeting and at the same time as the notice of annual general meeting in 
accordance with Article 236; or a summary financial statement (the “Summary Financial Statement”) in accordance with Article 237. 

In accordance with Article 238, the Company is required to obtain the agreement of its shareholders that the publication of the 
Annual Report or the Summary Financial Statement on the Company’s website or in any other permitted manner (including by 
sending any form of electronic communication) shall satisfy the requirement to send the Annual Report or Summary Financial 
Statement to each person entitled thereto, and that such person has agreed or is deemed to have agreed to treat the publication 
or receipt of such documents in such manner as discharging the Company’s obligation to send to him a copy of such documents. 
This approach would also save the Company printing costs. 

Upon passing Resolution 5, the distribution of the Annual Report and Accounts by publication on the Company’s website or in any 
other permitted manner (including by sending any form of electronic communication) shall satisfy the requirement to send the 
Annual Report and Accounts to each person entitled thereto. 

This authority will expire immediately following the AGM in 2021. 

The Directors intend to seek renewal of this authority at each AGM, in accordance with current best practice.
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Award of Shares and Share Warrants to Optimum Petroleum (Resolution 6) 
As announced by the Company on 30 August 2019, the Company and Optimum Petroleum Development Company Limited 
(“Optimum”) entered into an agreement (the “Agreement”) to progress appraisal and development programme activities at OPL 
310, and, amongst other things, the Company proposed to grant to Optimum a combination of 6,438,360 shares being 1.2 per cent 
of the Company’s issued share capital as at the date of the Agreement to be issued immediately following shareholder approval; and 
warrants for up to 4,292,240 shares being 0.8% of outstanding ordinary shares of the Company as at 30 August 2019 in four equal 
tranches exercisable at 25 pence, 50 pence, 75 pence and 100 pence. Pursuant to Article 28, the pre-emption rights of existing 
shareholders under Article 27 do not apply to this award as these securities are not offered for cash. 

Upon passing Resolution 6, the Company will issue to Optimum 6,438,360 shares and warrants of up to 4,292,240 shares to be 
exercised in four equal tranches exercisable at 25 pence, 50 pence, 75 pence and 100 pence. 

Authority of Directors to allot shares (Resolution 7) 
The authority given to the Directors to allot further shares in the capital of the Company requires the prior authorisation of the 
shareholders in general meeting. Upon the passing of Resolution 7, the Directors will have authority to allot shares or grant rights 
to subscribe for or to convert any security into shares (“Relevant Securities”) in the Company pursuant to Article 18 of the Articles: 
(i) to enable the Company settle accrued but unpaid fees to third party advisors or contractors who agreed to take part of their fees 
in ordinary shares; (ii) up to an aggregate number of 6,438,360 new ordinary shares being 1.2 per cent of the Company’s issued 
share capital as at 30 August 2019 and warrants for up to an aggregate of 4,292,240 new ordinary shares being 0.8% of 
outstanding ordinary shares of the Company as at 30 August 2019 in four equal tranches exercisable at 25 pence, 50 pence, 
75 pence and 100 pence to Optimum; and (iii) up to an aggregate number of 177,054,894 new ordinary shares which is 
approximately 33 per cent of the Company’s current issued ordinary share capital as at 20 August 2020, being the latest 
practicable date prior to the publication of this Notice. 

This authority will expire immediately following the AGM in 2021. The Directors intend to seek renewal of this authority at each 
AGM, in accordance with current best practice. 

Disapplication of pre-emption rights (Resolution 8) 
If the Directors wish to exercise the authority under Resolution 7 to issue shares for cash, unless shareholders have given specific 
authority for the waiver of their pre-emption rights under Article 27 of the Articles, the new shares must be offered first to existing 
shareholders in proportion to their existing holdings. In certain circumstances, it may be in the best interests of the Company to allot 
new shares (or to grant rights over shares) for cash without first offering them to existing shareholders in proportion to their holdings. 
Resolution 8 would authorise the Directors to allot shares or grant rights free of the pre-emption rights contained in Article 27 of the 
Articles up to an aggregate number of 53,652,998 new ordinary shares which is approximately 10 per cent. of the Company’s current 
issued ordinary share capital as at 20 August 2020, being the latest practicable date prior to the publication of this Notice. 

If given, the authority will expire at the conclusion of the AGM in 2021. The Directors intend to seek renewal of such power at 
successive AGMs.
